♦ The income is the actual cash paid for the feast dollars, raffle tickets, and 
golf tournament registration fees. 

♦ The expenses were the invoices and reimbursements that the parish paid 
for tent and equipment rentals, purchase of food and other items, cash 
prizes, security services, staff costs, and to Anthem Country Club for the 
golf tournamanet and luncheon.  Some feast day expenses are divided 
among all booths and some were for specific booths, depending on the 
nature of the expense. 

♦ The expenses do not include beverages, paper products, prepared food, 
prizes, gift certificates, household items, books, pumpkins, etc., donated 
by parishioners and businesses.  These are unaccounted. 

♦ The funds from sponsors and cash donations were assigned according to 
the intent of the donors.  Event-wide feast sponsors were divided among 
all booths but donations or sponsors of certain booths were assigned only 
to those booths.
